2. RULES.
2.1 The Event will be sailed under the Racing Rules of Sailing

2009-2012 (RRS), the prescriptions of the RYA, IRC rules part
1,2 & 3 (or 4) and SBR class rules, except as any of these are
altered by this Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions.

22 RRS 52 is amended for Gentleman’s Division to the
extent that powered winches or other sail or rig handling
equipment may be used by all boats.

3. ENTRIES & ELIGIBILITY

3.1 Racing will be provided for IRC, Sportsboats and PYS rated
yachts. PYS will be divided into Gentleman’s and Bay Class
divisions.

32 Class divisions will depend on entries received. Class starts
may be offered to One Designs if 10 or more boats enter.

3.3 Any yacht of minimum length 18ft, having a PYS number
below 1175 may enter the PYS Class or Bay Class provided
she complies with the safety requirement as set out in

NOR item 10.

34 Yachts shall belong to or be chartered to and be under the
control of a member of a yacht club affiliated to the RYA or
other equivalent national authority including the Armed
Forces.

3.5 SBR and IRC entries shall be accompanied by a photocopy
of the boats valid rating certificate or its class certificate,
duly signed and valid for the duration of the regatta. The
Organising Committee reserves the right to refuse an entry,
to reclassify or to disqualify any boat if its Measurement
Certificate is not in order.

3.6 White sails only will be used in the Gentleman'’s Class. Foresails
must be attached to the forestay meaning that Spinnakers and
Cruising chutes, Bloopers and Gennikers will not be allowed.

4. SCHEDULE OF RACES.

4.1 There will be racing for all classes each day from
Monday 24th to Friday 28th August 2009.
